River Counties Community Foundation 
(RCCF) awarded over $440,000 in competi-
tive grants in 2016. 

“Thanks to the foresight and generosity 
of donors past and present, RCCF is able to 
increasingly respond to changing needs and 
be proactive in seeking new opportunities 
through its grant-making,” said Margaret Nost, 
regional director. “We are at a point in the 
foundation where we are seeing the rewards of 
seeds—endowment funds—planted long ago 
that now provide strong grant-making today. 
That is a legacy we are here to build in per-
petuity.”

An affiliate of The Community Founda-
tion serving Richmond and Central Virginia, 
RCCF supports the work of nonprofits in 
Lancaster, Middlesex, and Northumberland 
counties. While RCCF has made great strides 
in funding many of the needs of the local 
nonprofit community, requests for support 
continue to outpace funding by almost two to 
one. “Acknowledging a void between funds 
available and requests for support, the foun-
dation launched Together.Stronger., an annual 
fundraising campaign that reaches out to the 
broader community for help in closing this 
gap. Building unrestricted assets is essential 
to our ability to be flexible and responsive to 
unmet and changing needs here at home,” said 
RCCF board chair Susan Pittman.

Nearly half of all competitive grant-mak-
ing in 2016 focused on economic prosperity, 
including access to and maintenance of safe 
and affordable housing, pathways to self-
sufficiency, and access to career opportuni-
ties. Major investments in this sector included 
transportation through expanded Bay Transit 
services in Middlesex County and an increased

capacity for VersAbility Resources, serving 
working adults with special needs in the region.  

Believing that educational success is impor-
tant for all residents, RCCF invested over 
$90,000 in early childhood education and school 
readiness, supportive school environments, out-
of-school enrichment, and youth workforce 
programming. The River Counties Youth Fund, 
one of several funds that contribute to the com-
petitive grants, supported Summer Slam Camp 
at Dream Fields in partnership with the North-
ern Neck YMCA and VCU, and CareerLaunch 
and Money Matters programming through the 
Boys & Girls Club of the Northern Neck.

Over $140,000 was focused on ensuring resi-
dents have access to preventative services and 
quality health care. Support to Hospice Sup-
port Services of the Northern Neck provided 
expanded outreach in Northumberland and 
Lancaster counties, and funding to the Northern 
Neck-Middlesex Free Health Clinic focused on 
access to dental health services throughout the 
three-county region.

RCCF also supports non-profits that provide 
access to and appreciation for arts and cultural 
opportunities. Grants to Rappahannock Art 
League and Arts in the Middle included strate-
gies for increased exposure to diverse audiences 
through targeted outreach.

Their motivation? A sense 
of civic duty, their compas-
sion and their wish to keep 
charitable contributions local. 

They actu-
ally see the combined efforts, 
donated supplies and monies 
change an empty lot into a 
dream home for a family who 
helped build it and will own 
it. What a sense of accom-
plishment!

We just dedicated two such 
homes and we are starting all 
over. As always, we need to 
raise funds for another home. 
We hope to build two this 
year, as we did last year. There 
are many applicants, showing 
the need and desire of work-
ing families to own a home 
they are willing to help build.

Our goal? It takes approxi-
mately $80,000 and 2,500 
volunteer hours to develop a 
home. The monies are spent 
on lots, building supplies, 
paint, appliances, and per-
mits. A subcontractor builds 
a foundation and house shell, 
and puts it under roof for a 
drastically discounted fee 
due to volunteer participa-
tion. Once it is up, there are 
teams from local churches, 
businesses, schools and civic 
organizations that come to 
help. Individual volunteers 
come on a regular basis to 
help finish the exterior and 
interior. They work side by 
side with the future home-
owners and get to know them 
personally.
