The award encourages cancer 
programs to raise the bar on qual-
ity cancer care, with the ultimate 
goal of increasing awareness 
about high quality, patient-cen-
tered care.

“By treating the mind, body 
and spirit at the same time, we 
help treat the whole patient and 
manage the illness at all levels,” 
said Riverside Vice President and 
Walter Reed Hospital Adminis-
trator Megan Kleckner.

The Outstanding Achievement 
Award is intended to:

• Recognize those cancer pro-
grams that achieve excellence 
meeting the CoC Standards.

• Motivate other cancer pro-
grams to work toward improving

their level of quality cancer care.
• Facilitate dialogue between 

award recipients and health care 
professionals at other cancer 
facilities for the purpose of shar-
ing best practices. 

• Encourage honorees to serve 
as quality care resources to other 
cancer programs.

Riverside Walter Reed Hospi-
tal’s cancer program was evalu-
ated on 34 program standards 
categorized within five cancer 
program activity areas: program 
management, clinical services, 
continuum of care services, 
patient outcomes and data qual-
ity. The cancer program was 
further evaluated on seven com-
mendation standards. To be eli-
gible, all award recipients must 
have received commendation rat-
ings in all seven commendation 
standards, in addition to receiv-
ing a compliance rating for each 
of the 27 other standards.

“It’s pretty amazing that we 
have all the pieces in place, here 
in Gloucester, and that they work 
so well together,” said oncologist 
Magi Khalil, M.D. of the River-
side Middle Peninsula Cancer 
Center’s Medical Oncology-
Gloucester. 

The award announcement 
marks just the latest industry rec-

ognition received by Riverside 
Walter Reed Hospital, which 
also earned a CoC Outstanding 
Achievement Award follow-
ing an evaluation in 2011. The 
CoC also granted a Three-Year 
Accreditation with Commenda-
tion to the Riverside Middle Pen-
insula Cancer Center program in 
2014. The facility, located on the 
Riverside Walter Reed campus, 
was one of 75 Cancer Care facili-
ties nationwide to receive the 
CoC’s National Achievement 
Award that same year.

Riverside Shore Memorial 
Hospital, a sister facility within 
the Riverside Health System, 
earned a CoC Outstanding 
Achievement Award in 2016.

“I’ve said it many times and 
I’m proud to say it again,” said 
Paula Cottee, senior radiation 
therapist and manager of Riv-
erside Walter Reed’s Radiation 
Oncology-Gloucester practice. 
“People from all walks of life, 
people who could go anywhere 
in the world for their cancer treat-
ment, choose to come here.”
