June. “We did not change the rate of $2.25 [per 
$100 of assessed value], but the values went 
up, so the board of supervisors decided to do 
a one-time credit.

“When we looked at all vehicles that 
qualified, and we had x amount of money as 
surplus, the county decided to refund taxpayers 
28.5%,” said Bolt.

Middlesex County supervisors discussed 
the possibility of a rebate at their retreat at 

the Deltaville Maritime Museum on Nov. 
18. Supervisor Williams urged the board to 
consider a rebate for taxpayers.

The board agreed to wait until Dec. 6 to see 
what other localities are doing in regards to the 
matter. If there is no rebate and the ratio remains 
at 100% value, Middlesex County could receive 
a $1.8 million windfall from the tax increase.

Hartfield District Supervisor John Koontz 
reminded the board that the county has many 
needs for those funds and that every year 
something unforeseen comes up that costs the 
county. Koontz, who is also vice chairman of 
the board of supervisors, suggested maybe the 
county should hang on to some of those funds.
